Street.
The second and third choices for Black Ridge Park are Black Ridge Common and Black Ridge
Road.

These streets contain 112 residential properties and are part of the overall housing
development that is known as Glenmona. The entire Glenmona site is a new mixed use urban
development which will contain over 650 social and affordable homes.
