1.0 Purpose of Report or Summary of main Issues

1.1 Environmental Health Officers (EHOs) within local Councils may be requested by the

Northern Ireland Housing Executive (NIHE) to undertake specific inspections to assist in the

NIHE’s response to their statutory housing functions.

1.2 Requests for service are initiated by NIHE subject to the demands of that authority.
These requests are responded to by local Councils utilizing suitably trained and competent
staff and a report provided to NIHE. A fee and travel expenses is charged by the local

Council.




1.3 Previously inspection requests from the NIHE outside of Belfast were subject to a Service
Level Agreement with the former Group Environmental Health structures on behalf of local
Councils.

1.4 Local Councils also have their own responsibility for certain provisions under the Private
Tenancies (NI) Order 2006 as amended and subordinate legislation. These responsibilities
are not subject to this agreement.

2.0 Recommendations

2.1 The Committee is asked to;

e consider and endorse the draft Service Level Agreement with the NIHE and Belfast
City Council with regard to the provision of Housing Fitness Inspections and
authorise the Director of City and Neighbourhood Services to sign the agreement on
the Council’s behalf.

3.0 Key Issues

3.1 This agreement outlines the arrangement between the Northern Ireland Housing Executive
and the City and Neighbourhood Services Department of Belfast City Council.

1. To establish the roles of both parties;
2. To establish an agreed level of response and performance target;

3.3 Council shall provide suitably competent and trained staff to carry out the inspections
required by the NIHE and shall respond to service requests within the agreed timeframe.
