Website development:

3.1 A new section on the Council’'s website has been developed to promote and provide
information on the dog friendly scheme for businesses, residents and visitors to the city.

Badging scheme:

The second facet of the proposed scheme was to consider the design, production and
distribution of appropriate and agreed branded badges for display at the participating

premises. This work has been completed.

Belfast City Council has designed and produced ‘we are dog friendly’ window stickers. Visit
Belfast have agreed to stock the stickers in the Visit Belfast Welcome Centre, where they
will be available for distribution to dog friendly businesses. It should be noted this is purely
a display of information badge facility. There is no regulation of this required or appropriate
by the Council. The Council’'s role is to assist by producing a display sticker which

businesses may use.

the scheme’s badges.
